Billy Wilson, Executive Director of the Awakening America Alliance said, “This year we are
once again calling for believers across America to gather at their county courthouse
beginning at 12:00 noon on Saturday, September 11, 2010. Decisions affecting our national
moral trajectory are taking place weekly in the courtroom. At these places of justice, we will
bow before the true Judge of heaven and earth and plead for mercy despite our
transgressions. We pray that 9/11 will once again be a day of prophetic communication as we
issue a fresh wake up call to the American church and each community involved.”

In the first two years of Cry Out America the counties participating have more than doubled
with at least one gathering in every state and in all 38 counties with populations over one
million. Christian believers will congregate at their county courthouse from Hawaii to New
York and Washington to Florida and claim this day of prayer to mark this significant day in its
history with powerful prayer for every state, every county and every heart.

Holding the rallies on Sept. 11, the anniversary of the devastating 2001 Islamic terror attacks
on the World Trade Center and the Pentagon, "was not an easy choice," said Wilson.
